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KARLSTEJN CASTLE + GLASS FACTORY 

During your visit to Prague you should not miss the large Gothic castle founded in the 14th century by 
Charles IV., King of Bohemia and Holy Roman Emperor. Karlstejn served as a place for safekeeping the 
Empire coronation jewels, holy relics and other royal treasures. Located about 35 km southwest of 
Prague in the Karlstejn village, it is one of the most famous and heavily visited castles in the Czech 
Republic.  

The visit of the castle is also connected with visit of the Glass factory in Nizbor, where traditional Czech 
glass is produced.
